Fourth Quarter Utility Bills Due February 10, 2026 

Utility bills for the fourth quarter of 2025 will be mailed in late December or early January. If 
you have registered to have your bill sent via email, you will not get a copy in your mailbox. 
Payments are due by February 10, 2026, and can be made directly through your online bank-
ing or by cash, cheque or debit at the Municipal Hall.   

The Regional District of Nanaimo (RDN) mailed out the 2026 Curbside Collection Calendars in 
November. You can access the latest calendar, and register for weekly collection reminders and 
service alerts here: rdn.bc.ca/curbside-collection. During severe winter weather, every effort is 
made to collect curbside materials. If your cart is not collected by 6pm, check the online service 
alerts for more information.

Effective January 1, 2026, WATERING RESTRICTIONS were downgraded to Stage 1. During Stage 1, some water conservation 
is still expected including  prescribed 7pm-7am sprinkling times for lawns, flowers, ornamental shrubs and trees.  

 Grants in Aid  

In February, Council will consider applications for discre-
tionary 2026 Grants in Aid. Preference is given to locally 
based organizations whose efforts strengthen and enhance 
the well-being of our community. The primary purpose is to 
provide financial assistance to a non-profit organization for 
a specific project or event that benefits the residents of 
Lantzville.

 Overdue Utilities Transferred  

The District of Lantzville has transferred all outstanding utili-
ties from 2025 including water, sewer and curbside collec-
tion charges to property tax arrears. According to Bylaw 359, 
any such charge remaining unpaid on the thirty-first day of 
December in each year shall be deemed to be taxes in ar-
rears and shall be forthwith entered on the real property tax 
roll as taxes in arrears. This does not include quarter 4 utility 
bills as they are due by February 10, 2026.  

All property owners with delinquent and arrears taxes will 
receive a letter in January with the outstanding amounts.

The 2026 Council meeting schedule is now available. Typically, 
there will be a regular meeting of Council on the 2nd and 4th 
Wednesday of each month at 6pm. There are no meetings in 
August and there will be a break after September 9 to facilitate 
the 2026 Municipal Election.
